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El arte ruso del siglo XX es conocido
en el mundo principalmente por las
obras de artistas que descubrieron
diferentes tipos de no objetividad. Las
abstracciones de Vasili Kandinsky, que
aparecieronen 1910-1911, asi como
las obras suprematistas de Kazimir
Malévich y los disenos constructivistas
de Vladimir Tatlin, que se originaron
en Rusia a mediados de la misma
década, se consideran desde hace
tiempo fenomenos innovadores que

enriquecieron el arte mundial.




Las obras de Kandinsky, Malévich, Chagall y Fildnov se han
expuesto en muchos paises, Espana incluida, donde se han
mostrado en la sede del Museo Ruso de Malaga.

Aun asi, el publico europeo conoce mucho menos la amplia
diversidad de nombres y corrientes que conforman la nocidn
de «vanguardia rusa». De hecho, la riqueza del arte ruso de
las primeras décadas del siglo XX es unas de sus senas mas
llamativas y desborda la definicidn de «vanguardia rusa»

en singular. En aquella época abundaron los movimientos
iInnovadores en Rusia. Junto con el neoprimitivismo,

la abstraccion, el suprematismo, el futurismo y el



constructivismo, convivian obras con caracteristicas que
trascendian estas tendencias. En la obra de los artistas a
menudo se mezclaban y fusionaban diferentes estilos, dando
lugar a imagenes totalmente especificas y singularmente
independientes. En las primeras décadas del siglo XX,
ademas de las diferentes formas de no objetividad, la

pintura figurativa (Marc Chagall y otros), con sus numerosos
aspectos pioneros, también experimento un potente
desarrollo.

Por este motivo, la presente exposicion en Malaga esta
dedicada a las vanguardias, y no solo a la vanguardia en el
arte ruso.

La exposicién incluye, por supuesto,
obras de artistas célebres como Natalia Goncharova y Mijail
Laridnoy, Vasili Kandinsky y Kazimir Malévich, Aleksandr
Rédchenko y Marc Chagall.

AVANT-GARDES

in Russian Art



Russian art is well known worldwide
mainly because of the works executed
by artists who pioneered various forms
of non-objectivity. Wassily Kandinsky's
abstractions, which appeared In
1910-1911, Kazimir Malevich’s
Suprematist works and Vladimir Tatlin’s
Constructivist designs, which originated
iIn the mid-1910s, have long been
recognised as innovative developments
that enriched world art.




Works by Kandinsky, Malevich, Filonov and Chagall have
been shown in many countries, including Spain, where
they have been presented at the Russian Museum'’s local
branch in Malaga.

European visitors are incomparably less familiar with
the wider range of names and trends that make up

the concept of the “Russian Avant-Garde”. In fact, the
diversity of Russian art in the first few decades of the
20th century is one of the striking hallmarks that are

at variance with any definition of the Russian “Avant-
Garde™ as a noun in its singular form. There were many



Innovative developments in Russia at that time. Coexisting
simultaneously with Neo-Primitivism, Abstraction,
Suprematism, Futurism and Constructivism, there were
works with features that went beyond these tendencies.
In the artists’ work, different styles were often mixed

or combined, giving rise to totally specific and uniquely
Independent images. In the early decades of the 20th
century, in addition to various forms of non-objectivity,
figurative painting (by Marc Chagall among others],
with its many innovative aspects, was seeing vigorous
development too.

That is why the present exhibition in Malaga is devoted to
the Avant-Gardes, and not just the Avant-Garde, in Russian
art. Its aim i1s to show the stylistic variety and richness

of the innovative art forms in the first few decades of

the 20th century. The exhibition does, of course, include
works by such celebrated artists as Natalia Goncharova
and Mikhail Larionov, Wassily Kandinsky and Kazimir
Malevich, Alexander Rodchenko and Marc Chagall.
